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“Please pray for our home-to-home 
outreach in Burgas,” our team in Bulgaria 
asks. “Teams from several local churches 
are sharing the gospel with thousands of 
families every day. Please pray that those 
who hear the gospel would receive it and 
that the churches participating would be 
blessed.” (2 Chronicles 36:1 –8; Daniel 1 –3)

“Please pray for the protection of all our 
evangelists who are trying to reach the 
unreached people of our nation,” asks 
our Every Home team in Bangladesh. 
They report that believers in this nation 
sometimes face obstacles from local 
authorities and social pressures to stop 
sharing the gospel. (Daniel 4 –6)

Our team asks for prayer over the trainings 
taking place at the new Oikos Training 
Center. Pastors and leaders travel from all 
over Brazil to receive training in evangelism 
and discipleship. Pray for God to work 
mightily in the lives of those trained and 
also for the successful completion of the 
print shop building. (Daniel 7 –9)

“Our team has started to reach and 
disciple people in cities where there are no 
churches,” our team in this Creative Access 
nation shares. “We are sharing the gospel 
and creating local faith communities. We 
are also assisting in establishing churches 
in two cities.”

We invited 
him to Bible study and gave him materials.” 
Pray that Christos would encounter Jesus 
through our team. (Psalms 109-111)

“Our ministry continues to make trips 
to the Ukraine border with buses full of 
food, medicine, hygiene products, and 
the Gospel of John,” our Every Home 
team in Romania reports. “Please pray 
for protection and many opportunities 
to share the gospel with the people of 
Ukraine,” they ask. (Daniel 10 –12)

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“A certain area has seven new believers,” 
our team in this nation rejoices to share. 
“It is difficult to stay in touch with these 
believers because the place where they live 
is very remote.” Please pray that God would 
strengthen these believers and those who 
disciple them. May they grow strong in faith. 
(Ezra 4; Haggai 1 –2)
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“Pray for our Love Your Neighbor project,” 
our team asks. This project equips pastors 
to train and disciple their congregations to 
share their faith. Materials are now on their 
way to Every Home offices throughout Latin 
America. From there, Every Home teams 
will distribute materials to pastors. Pray for 
a smooth distribution. (Psalms 118 –119:16)
