The Every Home team in Cape Verde is 
translating the Bible into Cape Verdean 
Creole. “Pray for the greater involvement 
of Christian volunteers in this process,” 
they ask. “Because with this translation, we 
can reach more people.” Please pray that 
believers will join the project to produce 
this Bible. (John 1:1–18)

“Praise the Lord, more than 20 churches 
joined us in the second part of our Harvest 
project,” this Every Home team reports. 
They are now in the process of reaching 
45 villages with the message of Jesus’ love. 
Please pray for these villagers and for the 
participating believers as they share about 
the Savior. (Genesis 1–4)

There are large refugee communities in 
the Adamawa region, and the Evey Home 
team plans to reach them with the gospel. 
Please pray that the Lord will mobilize 
local churches to go into these refugee 
communities and proclaim Jesus’ love to 
the families there. Pray for many refugees 
to put their faith in Jesus. (Psalms 1–3)

The Every Home team in Spain is celebrating 
45 years of ministry! “We thank the Lord 
for these 45 years that he allowed us to 
serve with joy and for the many people who 
know him because of the work Christ has 
entrusted to us!” the team says. Please pray 
for the Lord to continue leading this team 
into the future. (Genesis 17–19)

The Every Home team in this nation reports 
that some of their family members have 
been interrogated by the secret police and 
intimidated with threats of arrest. “Please 
pray for our families,” they say. “Pray that 
God will protect us and give us strength in 
the face of opposition.” Threats cannot stop 
the gospel from going forth. (Job 1–4)

“Please pray for our country,” the Every 
Home team in the Democratic Republic of 
the Congo asks. “We are suffering extreme 
violence, and the population is fearful. 
We desperately need a move of God.” 
Please pray that the Lord will move to 
bring peace to this nation and create a safe 
environment for outreach. (Genesis 20–22)

The Every Home team in Thailand recently 
completed the huge task of sharing the 
gospel in five regions. They are now 
planning to reach one more region where 
more than 10 million people live. “Please 
pray for churches to willingly work with us 
for the expansion of the gospel and for God 
to work mightily!” they ask. (Genesis 5–8)

Ministry Training Coordinators recently 
traveled to the regions surrounding Marcala 
and La Paz. This is a mountainous area and 
dangerous for travel, but they stayed for 
an entire week. Please pray that their time 
there will bear fruit and that the believers 
they trained for outreach will share Jesus 
with many families. (Genesis 9–12)

The Every Home team worked with local 
believers to share Jesus in a particular city 
and the surrounding villages. “Several 
people accepted Christ,” the team reported. 
“Please pray for them. Pray for the 
salvation of everyone who received gospel 
literature.” Please pray with this team for 
those they reached. (Genesis 13–16)

During the COVID-19 lockdowns last year, 
the Every Home team shared both food 
packets and gospel literature with families in 
need. They are now seeing the fruit of their 
efforts. “The COVID-19 project has reached 
many homes with the gospel,” they say. 
“Pray the Holy Spirit will move in the lives 
that received the Word of God.” (Psalms 4–7)

Seven new believers were recently 
baptized. “Praise the Lord for saving them 
and transforming their lives!” the Every 
Home team says. “Please pray for the joy of 
the Lord to fill them and for them to follow 
Jesus and be his servants every day of their 
lives.” Pray for these new believers as they 
begin walking with Jesus. (Job 5–8)

Many people, including the Every Home 
team and the believers who work with 
them, have been forced to leave their 
homes because of war. “We have not heard 
of their whereabouts,” the team says, “so 
let’s pray that they are safe.” Please pray that 
these partners will soon return safely.  
(Job 9–12)

“Please pray for health and unity in the 
Spirit for me and my companions on the 
team,” the leader of this Every Home team 
writes. “Pray for us as we reach new areas, 
and pray for local churches in the nation to 
support the work.” (Job 13–16)

This Every Home team recently conducted 
training courses in four cities. “We ask 
for prayer that each participant will be 
impacted and moved to proclaim the Good 
News,” they say, “and we ask for protection 
for the team during these trips.” (Job 17–20)

The Every Home team in Kenya has three 
prayer requests: 1. For doors to be opened 
for ministry in the western region. 2. For 
local churches to partner with Every Home. 
3. For a great harvest in a Muslim area 
called Kilifi. (Job 21–24)
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“Let us pray for our collaborators so that the 
Lord opens doors,” the Every Home team 
in Venezuela asks. “We ask the Lord that, in 
each state and city, there would be churches 
allied with Every Home for Christ, working 
toward the vision of the Oikos Initiative.” 
Please pray for churches to partner with our 
team to share the gospel. (Genesis 31–34)
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“At this time, literally every house there is 
in the city of Neryungri has been reached,” 
one of the Every Home teams in Siberia 
reports. “Pray for God to work mightily in 
Neryungri!” Please pray that the families 
who received gospel literature will be 
touched by the Word of God and put their 
faith in Jesus. (Genesis 27–30)
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Please pray for the Every Home team in 
Guinea as they take the truth and love of 
Jesus into unreached towns and villages. 
Pray for the Lord to prepare the way for 
them and for the Holy Spirit to speak 
through them as they share the gospel. 
“Pray for the Word of the Lord to run 
swiftly,” they say. (Genesis 35–38)
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“We are praying for unity,” this Every Home 
team reports. “There are fights among 
church leaders, and this has divided the 
Body of Christ.” Please pray with this team 
that the Lord will change the situation and 
that these church leaders will unite under 
their shared mission. (Psalms 15–19)
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“Please pray for the gospel to go forth in our 
nation in these troubling times,” writes the 
Every Home team in Myanmar, where civil 
war is brewing. “There are battles raging in 
certain cities and much uncertainty. Pray for 
God to strengthen our pioneer missionaries 
who are courageously going home to home 
with the gospel.” (Genesis 39–42)
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Churches are vital — not only to the Every 
Home teams that partner with churches to 
share the gospel but also to the spiritual health 
of believers in each nation. “Please pray for 
those who are leading the churches of our 
nation,” this Every Home team asks, “for God to 
give them wisdom, maturity, faithfulness, and 
spiritual authority.” (Job 40–42)
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“Pray for collaboration, partnership, and 
unity between churches, denominations, 
and ministries as they fulfill the great 
commission in our nation,” the Every 
Home team in Chad asks. Please join them 
in praying for believers to work together 
to share Jesus’ love in this North African 
nation. (Genesis 23–26)
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The Every Home team in Germany is 
sharing 30,000 evangelistic calendars across 
their nation. Please pray that these gifts, 
and especially the messages they contain, 
will touch the hearts of many German 
families, leading them to a saving faith in 
Jesus. (Exodus 1–3)
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It is dangerous to become a Christian in this 
Muslim nation — especially for people from 
a Muslim background. “Pray for the people 
who have accepted the Lord Jesus as their 
personal Savior and are unable to profess 
their faith for fear of being killed,” the Every 
Home team asks. “May the Lord strengthen 
them and give them peace.” (Job 29–32)
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The Every Home team in this nation is 
reviewing its numbers from 2021. “Thousands 
of souls have given themselves to the Lord 
Jesus,” they report. “Hundreds of new converts 
have been baptized. We praise God for his 
great saving grace!” Please pray that these new 
believers will grow strong in the faith and in 
Christian community. (Job 37–39)
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“We ask you to pray for revival, that the 
gospel would fill our country and each 
person would hear the joyful news of 
Christ!” this Every Home team asks. “Pray 
that the Church would be courageous to 
carry the gospel.” Please join this team in 
praying for believers in their nation to be 
bold witnesses. (Psalms 12–14)
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“Please join us in prayer for Rodrigues Island,” 
the Every Home team in Mauritius asks. There 
are various gospel-sharing activities underway 
in this African nation. “We pray to God that 
there will be unity and understanding between 
churches so we can see God’s grace in people’s 
lives,” the team says. (Genesis 47–50)
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St. Helena Island (U.K.)
Every Home teams on the mission field rely 
heavily on local believers and churches to 
partner with them in the work of taking the 
gospel to every home in their nations. “Pray 
that God will raise up men and women to take 
part in the harvest, winning souls for Christ by 
sharing the gospel,” the Every Home team in 
St. Helena says. (Psalms 8–11)
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“Please pray for us and our nation as we 
are really being affected by COVID-19,” 
this Every Home team reports. Lockdowns 
continue to be mandated as the number of 
deaths increases and hospitals run out of 
oxygen. Pray for healing for those who are 
sick, and pray for the door to be opened for 
believers to share Jesus again. (Job 33–36)
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The Every Home team in this nation asks for 
prayer for a man named Vedad. “He has had 
major back problems for some time,” they 
say. “Pray for healing.” Vedad has received 
medical attention that has determined the 
cause of his pain but not how to treat it. 
Please join this team in praying for Vedad's 
healing. (Genesis 43–46)
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“Ajola is a young girl with whom we recently 
shared the gospel,” this Every Home team 
reports. “She was deeply touched by God 
as she heard about the crucifixion of Jesus. 
Please pray that she will surrender her life 
to Jesus, accept him as Lord and Savior, 
and follow him all the days of her life.”  
(Job 25–28)
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
