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Please join us in prayer for our team serving 
in this Creative Access nation where 
they are launching a ministry among an 
unreached people group! “Pray for success 
because there are no believers among 
this group,” our team says. “They are very 
attached to Islam and are powerful people.” 
Pray for soft hearts. (2 Kings 11:1–14:25)

“We ask for prayer for the pastors and 
leaders of our nation,” the Every Home 
team serving in Chile asks. “Let us 
understand that God is in control of 
everything.” Stand with our brothers and 
sisters as we ask God to equip spiritual and 
civil leaders with wisdom. May our team 
place their trust in God. (Jonah)

“Please pray for the safety of our team, 
who will be visiting the Demerara River,” 
our team in this nation asks. “Pray that the 
materials would empower the residents of 
communities to share the gospel. Praise 
God for the local Christians who will help 
take the gospel to remote communities.” 
(2 Kings 14:26–29; Amos 1–3)

“There are many places in Angola that are 
still unreached with the truth and love 
of God because of lack of infrastructure,” 
reports the Every Home team. “Pray to the 
Lord to remove fear of these places from 
the hearts of believers so that they may go 
with peace.” Pray for God to call believers in 
this region. (2 Kings 15–17)

As part of a project focused on prayer and 
marginalized people, our team in Senegal 
conducted an outreach at a women’s 
correctional facility. Pray that the hearts of 
the women reached would be drawn toward 
God. “We pray that the Spirit of God will 
lead us. May he give us the strength to pray 
continually,” the team says. (2 Kings 22–25)

Our team in Hungary asks for your prayers 
on behalf of our brothers and sisters in 
Ukraine and Russia. “May the mercy of 
our Lord stop the weapons, giving sobriety 
and wisdom to all decision-makers!” They 
ask specifically for prayers for Hungarians 
living in Transcarpathia, a region impacted 
by the conflict. (2 Kings 18–21)

Please pray for our sister N. in this Creative 
Access nation. “There is a threat to her life 
from her relatives because of her faith in 
Christ,” the Every Home team serving in 
this nation reports. “May the Lord protect 
her from all evil.” Pray that she will feel the 
love of her heavenly Father amid the cruelty 
of her earthly family. (Amos 4–6)

“Please pray for protection and courage for 
the pioneer missionaries who are reaching 
homes in Tari, Hela Province,” the Every 
Home team asks. This area has recently 
experienced violence and unrest, which 
hinders the movement of Every Home 
teams. Pray for God to bring peace so 
outreach can continue. (Psalms 69–71)

Now through July, Rwandans will be 
commemorating the 28th anniversary 
of the Rwandan genocide. “It is a great 
opportunity to comfort wounded and lost 
souls through the love and truth of Jesus 
Christ,” says the Every Home team in 
this nation. Please pray that God will use 
believers to bring peace. (Amos 7–9)

Our team reports that many children in 
Lebanon are suffering from hunger. Pray 
for God’s provision and for the Every Home 
team as they work to help in this crisis. Please 
also pray for their Providence Project, which 
provides mental health support to families in 
need. May the gospel go forth through their 
compassion. (1 Chronicles 1–3)

“We are preparing to launch the Love Your 
Neighbor project and an outreach to the 
marginalized,” our team says. The Love 
Your Neighbor project mobilizes churches 
for evangelism. “Please pray for churches 
to take on this challenge and reach more 
homes with the message of the gospel,” the 
team asks. (1 Chronicles 4–6)

“There are three believers in a particular town 
who want to conduct street evangelism,” our 
team in this Creative Access nation shares. 
“Please pray for these three people. May 
the Lord encourage them. Let the name of 
the Lord be heard in this city.” Let’s join our 
brothers and sisters in prayer for these brave 
believers. (Psalms 72–74)

“Let us pray for the Bassari people so 
that God will raise up more pioneer 
missionaries to reach their neighbors 
within this still-unreached people group,” 
our Every Home team in Guinea asks. 
May men and women among the Bassari 
encounter Jesus and be called to share his 
love with others. (1 Chronicles 7–9)

Our team in the Philippines asks for your 
prayers over their special outreaches and 
Bible studies for children. “We are praying 
and asking the Lord to open more hearts 
and minds to the gospel,” they say. Let’s 
join our brothers and sisters in praying for 
young hearts to receive the love of Jesus. 
(1 Chronicles 10–12)
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Our partners in Eurasia report that 
refugees from eastern Ukraine are arriving 
in Russia in increasing numbers. “They 
are very scared, hungry, and do not have 
good clothes,” our teams say. “Pray for 
volunteers from our churches who meet 
refugees and organize humanitarian aid.” 
(1 Chronicles 13–16)
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“Please pray that the Lord will bless the 
fruits of our labors at Tormabum, a region 
notorious for witchcraft and occultism,” 
our team asks. Young men are forcibly 
initiated into these spiritual rites. Pray that 
the Church will rise up bravely and God will 
protect young people and draw their hearts 
to himself. (2 Chronicles 10–12)
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The Every Home team in this nation 
says, “We pray that, just as Jesus has 
conquered the grave, he would give us the 
ability to break every chain holding the 
people we meet and that there would be a 
breakthrough in their lives.” Pray that these 
brave believers would see the fruit of their 
courage. (2 Chronicles 4–6)
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“Please keep praying for Mali that the Lord 
would deliver the country from insecurity 
and crisis,” the Every Home team asks. “Pray 
that the government leaders would act on 
the values of righteousness, truth, equity, 
justice, and honesty while they are leading, 
and also pray for their salvation in Jesus 
Christ.”

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“We are grateful to God for allowing us to 
work with more churches in Guatemala,” 
says the team in this nation. God has raised 
up passionate believers to mobilize and 
train Christians to share the gospel with 
their neighbors. Praise God! Pray that God 
will protect pastors and local believers  as 
they serve. (1 Chronicles 26–29)
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Our team in Armenia recently partnered 
with two churches to host an event called 
“Life or Death?” Pray this event will have a 
long-term impact on the lives of those who 
attended. “Let’s pray that they repent and 
accept Jesus,” the team says. And pray that 
those who encountered Jesus will also tell 
others about him. (2 Chronicles 1–3)
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“About 20,000 civilians have already died 
in Mariupol, Ukraine. Hundreds more are 
under the rubble and in the basements, 
dying of hunger. Increase your prayers!” 
pleads the Every Home team in Ukraine. 
“Please pray for the volunteers serving with 
churches.” (Joel 1–3; Obadiah)
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“Please pray for all the believers, 
evangelists, and local pastors who are 
involved in sharing the gospel among the 
unreached people of Bangladesh,” the 
team in this nation asks. “We need God’s 
protection and shelter so that we can 
achieve our goal of reaching everyone, 
everywhere.” (1 Chronicles 20–22)
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The Every Home team in Eritrea reports 
that 2022 started off well, and they are still 
going strong! The team is training pastors 
in evangelism so that they can equip their 
congregations. Pray that God will fill these 
pastors with passion for the lost. “We ask for 
prayer for the Lord’s blessing and success in 
all things,” the team says. (Psalms 75–77)
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“We successfully started a new Every Home 
ministry in Finland!” the new team in this 
nation reports. “Our team is growing, and 
more churches are getting involved. We 
have already seen salvation and many 
miracles in people’s lives! Thank you for 
your prayer support!” Join us in praising 
God for this ministry. (2 Chronicles 7–9)
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“Praise God! Through Every Home activity, 
we were able to see how God was revealed 
to people in every region we visited,” reports 
the Every Home team in East Timor. “They 
welcomed us with joy. We believe God will 
make them a channel of blessing to many.” 
(2 Chronicles 19–22)
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“Continue to pray for the efforts to share 
the gospel in the 13 regions of mainland 
France,” the Every Home team asks. “Our 
local church partners have been sharing 
the Good News in the village of Gron, in 
Burgundy. With thanksgiving for this new 
possibility, we ask God to cause these seeds 
of life to grow.”
