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Pray that the gospel will quickly spread 
in the Briqueterie neighborhood, which 
is a challenging area and has been the 
focus of Every Home activity in the city of 
Yaoundé for two months. Our desire is that 
many people will hear about Jesus before 
persecution increases and any hostility 
intensifies. (Luke 21-24)

The Every Home team in Manaus has been 
working to provide humanitarian aid and 
bring the gospel to several remote, hard-
to-reach communities. Prayer is asked 
for those doing this difficult work, for 
protection during their travels, and that the 
people they meet would have open hearts 
to hear the gospel. (John 1-3)

Many families were affected by floods 
caused by heavy rains throughout this 
nation from June through August. Please 
pray for these families as teams from 
Every Home come alongside them to help. 
Our teams are providing humanitarian 
assistance as well as the Word of God to the 
lost.

“New gospel materials have been produced 
in Estonia,” reports the Every Home team, 
“and there’s enough for additional local 
churches to benefit from the leftover 
resources. Please pray that God would 
help us find and identify the right people 
we should talk to in order to provide local 
churches with these items.” (John 7-9)

“Please keep praying for our country,” asks 
the Every Home team in this nation. “We 
need revival here so that we might be free 
to live our lives. Pray that the government 
would have pious people who will truly 
take care of the country without corruption 
of any kind and who would stand for 
freedom!” (John 10-12) 

Thousands of Eritrean refugees are living 
in poor conditions in a refugee camp in 
northern Ethiopia. This newly opened 
camp is desolate and frigid due to winter 
temperatures. Pray for God to lead the 
refugees to a place where they can resettle 
that would provide stability, food, and 
clean water. (Psalms 126-128)

Please pray that God would provide safety 
and security for those on the Every Home 
team in this restricted nation as they go on 
their journeys to build Christ’s kingdom. 
Pray that the Lord would cover them with 
his grace and give them the strength they 
need to carry on and spread the gospel to 
everyone!
