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The Every Home teams are responding 
to a great thirst for purpose and the good 
news among Uruguayans, and churches 
are being encouraged to do more to unite 
with Every Home to reach those who seek 
Christ. “We ask prayer for God to continue 
working and moving in Uruguay,” they ask. 
(Exodus 4-6)

The partners in the east of the country 
serving the poorer communities through 
Every Home request prayer over the gospel 
outreaches taking place in this difficult  
area. Pray also for provision for those who 
need food, firewood, and clothing. Pray for 
local churches that are helping and for  
new volunteers. (Exodus 7-9)

Please pray for all of the laborers who work 
with Every Home to share the gospel in 
their communities, to be able to evangelize 
their neighborhoods this year without 
obstacles and with great enthusiasm. Pray 
for safety and for boldness as they proclaim 
the good news that Jesus Christ is Lord!  
(Exodus 10-12)

Pray for wisdom, strength, and 
perseverance for church planters in the 
western part of Kosovo. Pray that people 
would respond positively to the gospel in 
the neighborhoods, villages, and cities. 
Planting churches is not easy in this part 
of the world, so prayers are very much 
coveted for this effort. (Psalms 18-20)

“We thank the Lord for the opportunities 
and open doors to speak about him and 
to serve alongside our brothers and sisters 
around the world with our whole hearts. 
We ask for prayer that Jesus Christ would 
lead us and guide us to do his will in all we 
do and for the progress of the kingdom!” 
(Exodus 25-27)

Please pray for the evangelism outreaches 
taking place in our nation throughout 
2023. Pray that churches in the cities 
would rise up to sow seeds of the gospel 
and join Every Home in the work. Pray that 
the leaders of these churches would move 
outside of their traditional comfort zones. 
(Exodus 22-24)

Pray for wisdom for those serving in this 
restricted nation. Pray that the leadership 
would have great discernment in all 
issues facing the ministry and would work 
toward being “the Good Samaritan” in all 
matters. “Pray,” the team there asks, “that 
God would teach us to love people better.” 
(Exodus 13-15)

Continue to pray for the displaced people 
in Burkina Faso waiting to return to their 
homes. Many of them are living without 
basic necessities. Terrorists in the nation 
continually cause trouble so the Every 
Home team asks for prayer for peace and 
joy and for the Lord to make the wrong 
things right! (Exodus 16-18)

“Pray that the Love Your Neighbor 
mobilization kit project will be a complete 
success in our country,” requests the 
team in Costa Rica, “and that God would 
help the churches and partners carry out 
and mobilize in 2023 the largest number 
of believers ever sent in the nation! We 
appreciate your prayers.” (Exodus 19-21)

People in the Varglor towns, Grand Gedeh 
county, are entangled in traditional practices 
and beliefs comprised of eating, drinking, 
and smoking, bringing normal activity to 
a standstill. Many youth are introduced to 
demonic activities at these times. May this 
bondage be broken by the grace of God 
through the blood of Jesus. (Exodus 28-30)

One of the characteristics of the church here 
is that while projects might begin with great 
enthusiasm, discouragement can set in due 
to hindrances outside their control. Pray 
specifically that those involved in the Love 
Your Neighbor outreach would not lose heart 
or become discouraged, but rather would 
achieve all they set out to do. (Exodus 31-33)

“We are excited to be visiting a new area to 
do outreach this month,” the team writes in 
the latest report. “Please pray that people 
would be interested in the gospel material, 
would remain open-hearted to receive the 
message, and would respond so we can 
follow-up with them accordingly.”  
(Exodus 34-37)

Please pray for great revival in the churches  
of this nation where the gospel is restricted. 
As a result of the pandemic, congregations 
have become smaller as many people  
have decided not to attend in person.  
Please pray for the rural congregations in 
particular as they have seen some of the 
greatest decreases. (Exodus 38-40)

“Prayers are appreciated for all of the needy, 
the afflicted, and the weary in our country,” 
the Every Home team writes. “Pray the 
Lord would comfort them with grace, joy, 
and peace that only he can truly give. So 
many are suffering, but we know Jesus is the 
answer to all of their maladies. Thank you 
for your prayers!” (Psalms 21-23)

Gambia can be hostile to the gospel, 
and sometimes the Every Home team 
members face dangerous situations. Pray 
for those who find themselves in these 
circumstances, that God will protect them 
and also touch the hearts of the people so 
that the gospel would speak to their hearts. 
(Leviticus 1-3)
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Pray for new churches to come alongside 
the Every Home ministry, that they would 
be like-minded in our vision to reach 
everyone through the Oikos mission. Pray 
for more volunteers to become involved 
in the outreaches and home-to-home 
ministry, especially those reaching out to 
remote areas. (Leviticus 25-27)
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Please continue to pray for all of the Christ 
Groups that exist today in this nation as 
a result of the hard work of Every Home 
church planters. Pray that those who are still 
planting churches would remain strong in 
their faith and not lose heart. May Christ’s 
church grow in strength! (Leviticus 19-21)
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The Every Home team here asks for prayer 
for political, economic, and social stability 
in this nation. Pray for the safety and 
security of those doing evangelism and for 
encouragement and fellowship of the teams. 
Pray also for cooperation of the churches and 
the training of the new believers throughout 
the year. (Numbers 1-3)
