
Pray for improved relations between Haiti 
and the Dominican Republic and for peace 
on the island they share. The instability in 
Haiti and the ensuing migration are stoking 
tensions among the two countries. Prayer is 
needed for Every Home teams as they share 
the love of Christ with people throughout 
the region. (Numbers 10–12)

The nation of Djibouti needs the prayer 
of God’s people in order to bring in the 
harvest. The Every Home team here asks 
for strength for the teams as they help new 
believers in their faith because Christians in 
Djibouti often face persecution. Pray as they 
adjust to this new reality and call on Jesus’s 
name in all they do. (Numbers 13–15)

Every Home in this nation celebrated its 40th 
anniversary in 2022. “We thank God for his 
faithfulness, protection, and provision over 
the years,” says the team there. “We are also 
grateful to all our leaders for their continuous 
prayer support. Without your partnership, 
we couldn’t do this work. We thank God for 
calling us to Every Home!” (Numbers 16–18)

An open gospel program was recently held 
in one part of the country where preaching 
the gospel is restricted. Please pray with the 
team as they follow-up with the positive 
responses to the gospel that came as a 
result of the home-to-home visits. This 
nation needs the diligent prayers of God’s 
people! (Numbers 25–27)

Please pray for all of Every Home’s partner 
churches that will be holding services and 
doing gospel outreach in the upcoming 
months. Pray the Lord would touch the hearts 
of the new believers at this time and that 
many people would accept Jesus into their 
hearts and be saved. Pray for unity among all 
the churches as well. (Numbers 31–33)

“Please pray for our staff at Every Home Poland,” 
the workers ask, “that God would give us vision 
and health for the coming months and that the 
Holy Spirit would inflame our hearts to continue 
preaching the gospel. We so appreciate your 
prayers for our continued ministry work in 
bringing Jesus to those who have yet to hear the 
good news.” (Numbers 28–30)

This nation has suffered a history of 
persecution for those who believe in Jesus 
Christ. In addition to the challenges Christians 
face for their faith, this nation is fraught with 
war and infighting. Please pray that the Lord 
would bring peace to this country and that the 
team would overcome all obstacles to reach 
their ministry goals in 2023. (Numbers 19–21)

The ministry in Barbados continues to bring 
people into the kingdom. However, prayer 
is always greatly appreciated for wisdom 
and strategies to increase the reach of Every 
Home across the nation. Pray for the families 
of the workers, that they would feel Christ’s 
love every day as their loved ones share the 
Word of God with the lost. (Numbers 22–24)

Pray for the spiritual growth of the new 
believers in the recently established Christ 
Groups in Tanzania. “Pray with us,” asks the 
Every Home team ministering there, “for 
more breakthrough and divine direction. 
Please also pray for protection of the field 
staff, evangelists, and church of Tanzania! 
We covet your prayers.” (Psalms 30–32)

Please pray that many Germans will 
discover the love of Christ despite the 
postmodern ideas that many in Europe 
have embraced. Fear is a permanent 
problem here, which has increased due to 
the pandemic and the war in the Ukraine. 
Pray for all Germans to experience hope 
and salvation in Christ! (Numbers 24–26)

Every Home Brazil says, “We praise the 
Lord for every volunteer and staff member 
who contributed to the creation of courses, 
materials, and conferences this year. We ask 
for prayer for each one of them and that our 
team would be increasingly blessed, filled 
with wisdom and passion for those who still 
don’t know the gospel.”(Deuteronomy 1–3)

“We need peace in our country!” says the 
team ministering in the eastern part of the 
DRC. “There are terrorist rebels continually 
bringing instability to our area, and it has 
caused stress for all the communities here. 
Pray for the Lord to nullify the plans of the 
enemy and leave our country indivisible!” 
(Deuteronomy 4–6)

Due to restrictions in place against speaking 
out about Jesus, many preachers face 
difficulties not only in ministry but in their 
personal lives also. The team here requests 
prayer for the families of all ministers of the 
gospel, that they would be blessed by the 
protection of God in the face of all the enemy 
would try to destroy. (Psalms 33–35)

Pray for the young generation in the nation 
of Suriname as many of them are turning 
to drugs, prostitution, and crime just to 
survive. Please pray as Every Home teams 
reach out to those who are suffering, that 
they may find peace and joy in their hearts 
and, above everything else, the love of 
Jesus Christ. (Deuteronomy 7–9)

Pray for the spiritual life of young Christians 
in the village of Kapou, that they would 
grow and stand strong in the faith. It is a 
challenge to be a young person whose peers 
are involved of the things of this world as 
opposed to following the ways of Jesus Christ. 
Continue to bring the youth of CAR before 
Jesus in prayer. (Deuteronomy 10–12)
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Pray for the local church in Paraguay. 
There are many tough-to-reach areas so 
it’s important that the workers are strategic 
about discipleship in these areas. Pray 
as they implement strategies to make 
this happen and that the teaching and 
instruction these families receive would last 
for generations. (Joshua 4–6)

Melaku has recently shared 
with all the team about the persecution and 
challenges they face working in Ethiopia. 
Pray that God will open the hearts of people 
and that many will come to know Jesus as 
Savior. (Joshua 7–9)
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The Every Home team in Lebanon is 
requesting prayer for the many projects that 
are ahead of them for 2023. “We ask for prayer,” 
the report says, “that our Lord would shower 
us with his blessings to reach everyone with 
the gospel.” Pray also against any weapon 
formed by the enemy that would come against 
ministry efforts in this nation. (Joshua 19–21)

proclaimed unimpeded, and that people’s hearts 
will be opened to receive God’s Word. They desire 
that a great revival would come to Lithuania. 
Pray for those who conduct outreaches, that they 
would be anointed by the Lord to reach everyone, 
everywhere. (Psalms 39–41)
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Pray with us for many evangelists to join Every 
Home in spreading the gospel to reach the 
unreached in Zanzibar. Many laborers are 
needed to accomplish the goals set forth by 
Every Home leadership here, and prayer is 
also requested for those selected to have great 
character and determination in order to see 
the ministry flourish. (Deuteronomy 25–27)
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Pray for the unity of Christians in Finland 
and for the planting of new churches in 2023. 
It is difficult to plant churches here that 
remain, so your prayers are crucial to get the 
job done. Pray for all involved in this effort, 
that God would provide stamina, bravery, 
and determination to those bringing in the 
harvest. (Deuteronomy 28–30)
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“Join with us in prayer for Ireland as the bitter 
cold has hit and many are having to deal with 
cold homes due to the energy crisis here. This 
impacts the vulnerable, the elderly, and low-
income families the most. Pray that Christians 
will rise up and do what they can to help, and 
pray also that opportunities will arise to share 
the gospel. (Joshua 16–18)

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At great risk to their physical safety and 
livelihood, Every Home workers and 
their local church partners have given out 
hundreds of brochures and New Testaments 
among the local population in the city of L. 
Please pray for the people who live in this area 
who received the gospel; may the Lord open 
the eyes of all who live there. (Joshua 1–3)
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Earlier this year Every Home Zambia 
conducted outreaches in the Kalomo Farming 
Blocks. Most of the farm owners are not 
Christians, and many have never heard the 
name of Jesus. Pray for the teams to reach 
those who have never known the good news 
and that many workers and farm owners 
would come to salvation. (Joshua 13–15)
