We praise God that Every Home activities 
have resumed in the nation of Togo after a 
hiatus. Pray for the relaunch, that it would 
produce many church partners. Ask the Lord 
for open doors and open hearts in Togo! 
Pray for the leadership, that they would have 
the wisdom and discernment to reach each 
home in Togo with the gospel. (John 1:1-18)

From an Every Home report: “Our next 
coordinators conference is scheduled for 
2024. We ask God for wisdom in the planning 
of this event, and that it would be a blessing 
and an empowering time for all participants. 
Pray that those in attendance would walk 
away with a feeling of unity as they move 
forward in ministry.” (Genesis 1-4)

From Every Home Cambodia: “Please pray 
for the new members of government, that 
God would give them wisdom to lead the 
country. Pray for the health of our partners 
and for God’s protection as they go to reach 
remote villages. Pray for the economic 
situation and that the Cambodian people 
would have open hearts.” (Psalms 1-3)

Guatemala is in the process of a presidential 
transition, so please pray that the change of 
command may be carried out as smoothly as 
possible. Guatemala has seen difficult days, 
and we are trusting the Lord that his Word 
will remain true in this nation and that many 
would come to know Jesus as Savior in 2024.  
(Genesis 17-19) 

 “We are organizing evangelism outreaches 
home to home in the village of Babrru,” says a 
report from the team in Albania. “Please pray 
for the Holy Spirit to prepare hearts for the 
gospel and for many to accept Jesus into their 
hearts. Pray for protection and guidance for 
the Every Home team of volunteers and for 
God to help them as they serve.” (Job 1-4) Gin

Pray as leadership disciples and nurtures five 
new believers. Pray especially that those who 
are new to the faith would be able to discern 
the voice of Jesus from voices that seek to 
harm or confuse them. Pray for the Lord 
Jesus to show himself to people in dreams 
and visions in order that many would come 
to know him as Savior. (Genesis 20-22)

Ministry leaders in Georgia desire to start 
an Azerbaijani evangelical ministry with 
a local brother, Pastor Rustam. Almost 20 
percent of Azerbaijanis live in Georgia. Yet, 
no church has evangelized them. Please pray 
that believers can map out the evangelization 
properly and effectively and that many would 
come to know Jesus as a result. (Genesis 5-8)

Please pray for the salvation of those whose 
hearts are open to Jesus. Pray that God 
would reveal himself as they read gospel 
messages. Pray for those who are undergoing 
persecution, that the Lord would grant them 
reprieve and give them hope in the midst 
of their suffering. Pray that the Lord would 
bless those who receive him. (Genesis 9-12)

Pray for a new church that has been recently 
planted. According to our team, many needs 
remain to make the church flourish. Pray for 
God to supply everything that is needed and 
for continued strength among the leadership 
in all decisions they face. Pray for those in 
authority, that the Lord would grant them 
insight in all areas. (Genesis 13-16)

Pray for the health and healing of the ministry 
director’s wife. She was in Portugal for 
medical treatment, and we are trusting the 
Lord that her prognosis will improve. Pray for 
the family of this precious sister, that the Lord 
would meet all their needs and that peace 
would fill their hearts. Pray for the health of 
all who serve with Every Home. (Psalms 4-7) 

“Pray for those reaching homes on the east 
coast in Demerara,” asks our team. "Pray for 
our team as we distribute gospel literature 
during the outreach, that every piece of 
material that is shared would go into the 
hands of the right persons and that, as they 
read the material, many would come to a 
saving knowledge of Jesus Christ.” (Job 5-8)

Please pray for the new believers who were 
recently baptized in this nation where it can 
be dangerous to publicly display one’s faith. 
Pray that those baptized would grow in their 
relationship with the Lord and be strong in 
their faith. Pray that they would bring family 
members and friends to a relationship with 
Christ. (Job 9-12)

Pray for the Artsakh people who were forcibly 
evacuated from their homes and homeland. 
Pray that they would be comforted by God’s 
grace and mercy in this time of trial and that 
they would someday be able to return to their 
homes. Pray that God would grant his peace 
and protection as they struggle through this 
difficult time of displacement. (Job 13-16)

From the leadership of this restricted nation: 
“Pray for the church leaders and pastors 
in our country. They face many challenges 
regarding the leading of their churches, and 
it can be very difficult at times. May God fill 
them with the grace and wisdom they need 
to be able to effectively lead their churches. 
Pray for their families as well.” (Job 17-20) 

“As the ministry of Every Home in the 
Philippines extends our home-to-home 
distribution of the printed gospel, we are 
praying for more believers from different 
church denominations to take part in the 
sharing of the good news. Please pray to 
this end,” asks a recent report from our 
leaders in the Philippines. (Job 21-24)
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“Please pray for the Slavonia region, which 
has lost so much due to flooding and wars,” 
asks the team there. “We have been working 
there for one year and have seen many leave 
this region to go to other countries. Pray that 
each gospel message we distributed would 
touch lives and hearts. May many know the 
love and hope of Jesus!” (Genesis 31-34) 
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Pray for people in the states of Ehime-mbano, 
Orlu, Orsu, and Imo. Declare an end to 
violence in these areas, and ask that God 
would replace the insecurity with lasting 
peace and harmony. Pray for the authorities 
to have wisdom in their efforts to maintain 
security. Pray they would work toward justice, 
reconciliation, and unity. (Genesis 27-30)

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Pray for the believers who are living in fear 
of persecution in this nation where sharing 
the gospel is restricted. Pray for two sisters 
who are imprisoned. May the Lord give 
them his grace and endurance to survive 
this situation. Also ask the Lord to release 
them from prison in order that they might 
return to their families. (Genesis 35-38) 

East Africa 
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Please pray for the Every Home staff in 
Canada as they work with churches and 
individuals to reach every person in their 
nation with the gospel. Pray for wisdom 
and discernment for the leadership, for the 
many more who are supporting partners and 
volunteers, and for open hearts everywhere 
gospel seeds are sown. (Psalms 15-18)

Pray for safety, too, since we never know what 
kind of people we will meet.” (Genesis 43-46)
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Please pray for the refugees Every Home 
team members are discipling. Most are from 
an Islamic background and are living in the 
refugee camps of the village of Kofinou. More 
than twenty people are receiving instruction 
from the Word of God, so please pray that 
they would come to know the Lord despite 
this difficult time in their lives. (Job 25-28)
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
